

 Directions:   In this activity, you will need to complete 15 points to earn a 100%.  The 15 points will be comprised of one mandatory 5 point writing assignment and your choice of two other assignments which total 10 points (for 15 points total).

 MANDATORY WRITING 

      Write a poem showing point of view of a guest’s reactions in the story you read. Your poem does not need to rhyme but should be long enough to get your point across.

2 POINTS – Knowledge & Comprehension
· Create a story plot map of the story you read with at least 3 rising actions. 

· Create a crossword puzzle on graph paper using all of the vocabulary from the story you read; do not a computer/web site puzzle-making program.

· Create a poster of your story with the story’s theme in the center and at least 5 pieces of textural evidence supporting the theme and which surround the artwork.

5 POINTS – Application & Analysis

· Create a commercial for the main event described in the story you read and present it in front of the class. A written script must be turned in to your teacher.

· Create a comic strip with 4 – 5 panels which shows where characters “will be” one year from the end of the story you read.

· Choose 3 pieces of music that represents the actions in the story you read. These must be burned onto a CD with an accompanying paragraph explaining why these 3 pieces of music were chosen. 

8 POINTS – Synthesis & Evaluation

· Cube product: Choose the most important character in the story you read.  Give 6 character traits or reasons why this character is the most important. Use textural evidence to support your reasons. You will need to use the cube template provided by your teacher.

· Write a short story with a surprise ending which occurs in the time span of 24 hours.

· Rewrite part of the story you read in the poetic form of a Dr. Seuss book using dialogue similar to the way Dr. Seuss did. Use your creative thinking skills to add humor and interest to the poem. Remember the style of Seuss is simplistic and uses rhyme.
